                     SMART© Building Product Standard 

Organizational Meeting, November 29, 2005, Chicago Center for Green Technology

   Hosted by the City of Chicago & Perkins+Will

The history of the SMART Standards was explained including that they are performance and life cycle based and thus any product or material can be covered by the Standards.  The Building Product Standard will be based on the approved SMART Flooring Standard.

The Standards consensus process was explained and the purpose of the organizational meeting which is to discuss the market need which was very strong for consensus sustainable product standards.   There also is substantial greenwash in the market.  The Federal Trade Commission, States, EPA, and international law require that sustainable product communications be life cycle based and accurate and not misleading.

The predecessor SMART consensus standards that are the basis for the proposed SMART Building Products Standard, can achieve over 60% of the Standards credits from a life cycle assessment.  The SMART Standards were developed by an extensive effort of committee members of leading manufacturers, governments, the design community, trade associations, and nonprofits and were approved by four unanimous Ballot votes.  For the reasons above, participants concluded that the Standards’ activity should be initiated.
