MINUTES of September 18 SMART© Committee Call

30 Day Standard Ballot Will Be Transmitted Next Week.  A summary of the National Public Meeting was provided.  There were no suggested changes from the Meeting or the substantial outreach for the meeting.  Many questions arose, but no suggested changes.

Repeated notices were sent out to over 7,000 people for the Public Meeting.  It was discussed that the reason for the lack of suggested changes is a good one:  the SMART© Standard is a result of four unanimous Ballot votes and improvements over a four year period.  There were also no suggested changes to the Standard from today's Committee call.  The Standard is identical to the approved, consensus California Gold Sustainable Carpet Standard and the SMART© Textile, Fabric, Apparel and Flooring Standards.

It was decided that a one pager would be included in the Ballot describing the difference between LCA and a Sustainable Product Standard that was approved by IDCE and MTS.  

SMART© Guidance.  It was also decided that the draft SMART© Guidance will be circulated to the Committee for comment and included in the Standard launch after Ballot approval, and available to interested parties during the Ballot.

Accredited Certified Sustainable Product Training for specifiers/purchasers through manufacturer representatives and Partners and will include a train the trainer program.  A work group including six interested manufacturers has been created and a call is being scheduled.  A launch is tentatively scheduled for January at a Sustainable Products Event with the City of Santa Monica. 

Branding & Launch.  BOSH has graciously provided its outside branding firm for the launch and a call is being scheduled to have this completed by mid November at the latest. 

Ballot Process.  The process was reviewed which follows ANSI Essential Requirements.  The Ballot will be sent to thousands and anyone can vote.  The options are affirmative, negative, abstain.  Negatives must be in writing, persuasive and germane.  All negatives must be resolved.  Any substantive changes to the Standard after the Ballot must be reballoted to satisfy due process requirements.

Key Standard Content:  SMART© reduces over 1000 pollutants including climate change & energy over the global supply chain.  
Anticipated Completion Date:  Dec.  2006
Adoption Process After Approval:  local and State government just like LEED, but also global capital markets
Rational for EMERGENCY:   reduce rapidly rising annual energy costs, substantial climate change damages & global pollution as part of AIA's 2030 Imperative to stop dangerous climate change and reduce energy use in buildings by 50% in four years and be carbon neutral by 2030.
Scope of SMART© Standard:  all products and materials in whole building environment (several thousand)
